IDEAS FOR SOLUTIONS TO MAKE PHONG NHA - KE BANG THE LEADING ADVENTURE TOURISM CENTER IN ASIA
1. Overview of Phong Nha - Ke Bang National Park
In terms of geographical location, Phong Nha - Ke Bang National Park, a world natural heritage site, has coordinates from 17°21' to 17°39' north latitude and from 105°57' to 106°24' east longitude, located within the communes of Tan Trach, Thuong Trach, Phuc Trach, Xuan Trach and Phong Nha town, Bo Trach district, Quang Binh province. Phong Nha Cave - Ke Bang has coordinates of 17°34'54.15" N and 106°16'58.83" E. The total area of Phong Nha - Ke Bang National Park is 123,326 hectares, including 3 zones: strict protection zone (100,296 ha), ecological restoration zone (19,619 ha), and administrative service zone (3,411 ha). Especially noteworthy are the 7 superlatives of Phong Nha - Ke Bang: the largest and widest cave entrance, the most beautiful underwater sand and rock beach, the most beautiful underground river, the most beautiful underwater lake, the most stunning and magnificent stalactites and stalagmites, the widest and most beautiful dry cave, and the longest water cave.
UNESCO recognized Phong Nha - Ke Bang National Park as a World Heritage Site on July 3, 2003, based on geological and geomorphological criteria. Later, on July 3, 2015, it was once again recognized as a World Heritage Site, this time based on biodiversity criteria. In the period from 2021-2030, efforts will be made to apply for UNESCO's recognition of Phong Nha - Ke Bang National Park as a World Biosphere Reserve.
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2. Resources of Phong Nha - Ke Bang
2.1. Geology - Topography
This area contains evidence of the history and formation of the Earth's crust. There are five formation processes from the Ordovician to the Carbon-Permian period. Phong Nha - Ke Bang is a part of a vast plateau that has been cut off, including the Ke Bang limestone mountain area and the Hin Namno National Park in Laos. This plateau is a typical example, with the most distinctive feature being complex limestone terrain in Southeast Asia. Limestone mountain formation dates back to the Paleozoic era, over 400 million years ago, and is the largest and oldest limestone mountain region in Asia. There are two main types of terrain: karst and non-karst. The characteristic of Phong Nha - Ke Bang National Park is that the majority of the core area is limestone mountains, which is karst terrain and accounts for 2/3 of the area. Dubbed the "Kingdom of Caves," Phong Nha - Ke Bang has more than 368 caves with a total length of over 231km that have been surveyed. Among them, Hang Son Doong is evaluated by the British Vietnam Caving Expedition Team as the largest cave in the world. They have also discovered the deepest karst sinkhole in Vietnam with a depth of over 255m, possibly the deepest in Southeast Asia.
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Hang Son Doong is not only known as the largest cave in the world, but also for its typical geological and topographical features.
2.2. Ecosystem
Phong Nha-Ke Bang National Park boasts 15 types of landscapes and 10 types of important vegetation cover. Evergreen forests cover 93.5% of the area, of which over 90% is a rare, typical tropical forest ecosystem on limestone mountains that remains untouched. This park has one of the largest proportions of primary forests and coverage in the system of special forests in Vietnam. The existence of the 500-year-old "Bach Xanh rock" (Calocedrus rupestris) population, with an area of about 4,000 hectares, is particularly noteworthy. It mainly grows on limestone mountains at an altitude of over 600 meters and is considered the most unique forest landscape with global importance and conservation value. Bach Xanh rock is an ancient and unique plant species of Vietnam, currently only found mainly in Phong Nha-Ke Bang National Park.
2.3. Faunal diversity
There are 1,394 animal species in this area, belonging to 835 genera, 289 families, 68 orders, 12 classes, and 4 phyla. Among them, 82 species are listed in the Vietnam Red Data Book, 116 species are listed in the IUCN Red List, 39 species are listed in the Decree No. 64/2019/NĐ-CP, and 66 species have names in the CITES appendices. Moreover, 42 new species have been recorded and published worldwide in the past 20 years, including 38 animal species and 4 plant species.
2.4. Floral Diversity
This location features 2,952 species of higher plants with veins, belonging to 1,007 genera, 198 families, 63 orders, 12 classes, and 6 phyla. Among these species are 111 listed in the Vietnam Red Data Book, 121 recorded in the IUCN Red List, and 3 named in the Government's Decree No. 64/2019/NĐ-CP dated July 16, 2019.
2.5. Historical and Cultural heritages

Phong Nha - Ke Bang National Park is situated in the Northern Truong Son ecological region, covering the districts of Bo Trach, Minh Hoa, and Quang Ninh in Quang Binh province. It holds both historical and cultural significance from the war, and is part of the Truong Son - Ho Chi Minh Road Historical Site System, which was recognized as a "Special National Heritage" in Decision No. 2383/QD-TTg dated December 9, 2013 by the Prime Minister. Some of the key points of interest include the Trong Diem points on the 20 Quyet Thang Road, such as Km 10.5, Km 14 Trong Diem Tra Ang, and Km 16.5, 8 Co Cave, ATP Trong Diem, Xuan Son Ferry Terminal, Phong Nha Cave, Ba Thang Slope, NH Warehouse, Thong Tin Cave, and Y Ta Cave.
· Phong Nha Cave contains altars left by the Chams people for their cave god, as well as a broken Chams stone statue that has been there for a long time.

· Located in the southeast of Rào Té, inside the Rao Cave, is a stream called Troóc that contains many mountain snail shells and freshwater snail shells, mixed with turtle shells and animal bones. These are remnants of meals from the ancient Quang Binh people.

· The Khe Tong cave system, located on the right side of the Khe Gat river, contains a cultural layer with stone tools engraved with many marks, shell fragments, animal bones, and broken pottery. The pottery found here has wave patterns and cord marks, suggesting that the ancient Quang Binh people had a relatively high level of civilization.

2.6. Cave systems in Phong Nha - Ke Bang National Park
Between 1990 and 2022, the British-Vietnamese expedition team led by Howard Limbert conducted surveys and measurements of 404 caves with a total length of 220km. These caves were divided into three main systems: the Phong Nha system, Hang Vom system, and Nuoc Mooc system. The Phong Nha-Ke Bang cave system is considered to have world-class value, as it maintains the integrity of geological and topographical values formed over the long process of Earth's crustal creation. Notable caves within the system include Son Doong Cave, Phong Nha Cave, Tien Son Cave, Thien Duong Cave, and Hoa Huong Cave, etc.
2.6.1. Caves in the Phong Nha System
The Phong Nha System is the longest system in the Phong Nha - Ke Bang area, with a total length exceeding 103km and including over 140 large and small caves.
Located about 40km south of the Phong Nha Cave, the Phong Nha System is situated near the Vietnam - Laos border, where several rivers flow into the limestone mountain ranges. The system was formed by the Rao Thuong River, which flows through the limestone mountains, underground valleys, and interconnected caves in the Phong Nha System before emerging from underground caves and flowing into the Son River and, ultimately, the ocean.
2.6.2.Caves in the Hang Vom System
According to cave experts, the Hang Vom System is perhaps the greatest cave system in Vietnam, and possibly in the world, in terms of both scale and stunning beauty. The system consists of around 70 surveyed caves with a total length of more than 48km. It is also a significant water cave within the limestone massif of Phong Nha-Ke Bang. The system begins at Ruc Ca Roong Cave, located at an altitude of about 300m above sea level. After flowing underground through many caves, the Ca Roong River reappears at Hang Vom Cave and then flows out to the Chay River, the Son River, and finally to the sea.
2.6.3. Caves in the Nuoc Mooc System
Located along the Ho Chi Minh Road, this valley is fairly deep and has the Nước Moọc stream running through the bottom of a majestic Karst hill. With an enormous underground water level that sometimes emerges from this area, some researchers believe that there may be a giant cave system here that could lead all the way to Laos. The system consists of over 50 caves with a total length of over 20km. It is quite mysterious because the source of the underground stream has not yet been discovered. In addition, access to the caves is very difficult because most of them are short underground water caves with relatively difficult paths. The highlight of this system is the Nước Moọc Stream with a pool of water covering an area of about 90m2. Most of the caves in this system are concentrated near the Nước Moọc Stream and the western branch of the Chay River, including the Xuồng Valley which is located in the center of the Phong Nha - Kẻ Bàng National Park. 3. Tourism activities
3.1. History of tourism development in Phong Nha
Phong Nha's tourism activities began in 1995, when the local government organized tours for visitors to Phong Nha cave by dugout canoe and torchlight. By 2010, Thien Duong cave (Paradise Cave) was open for visitors.
Before 2011, cave tourism in Phong Nha-Ke Bang mainly focused on popular tourist caves such as Phong Nha Cave, Tien Son Cave, Thien Duong Cave, Mooc Water Spring Tourist Area - Dark Cave. These activities attracted around 500,000 visitors annually. However, most tourists would choose to return to major cities such as Hue, Da Nang, and Dong Hoi instead of staying in Phong Nha after visiting the caves. Local people had few opportunities to participate in tourism activities, so their lives were still difficult, and many people still went into the forest to illegally exploit wood and hunt.

Prior to 2011, tourism activities in Phong Nha mainly consisted of day-trip dining and a few mini hotels in the central area. These activities were largely focused on the summer and attracted few visitors during other seasons of the year.

3.2. The Cave Adventure Tourism 

Oxalis Adventure was founded in 2011. It is focused on organizing overnight adventure tours that take travelers deep into the primeval forest of Phong Nha - Ke Bang National Park to explore Hang En cave. The company also offers day tours to discover the Tu Lan cave system and multi-day tours in the forest. This type of cave exploration tour was first introduced in Vietnam and quickly attracted many foreign travelers, many of whom were drawn to an article about Son Doong Cave in National Geographic magazine.

Meanwhile, during that time, the renowned director James Cameron released a thrilling adventure film called "Sanctum". The film tells the story of a group of cave explorers who become trapped by a flood and must find a way out through an underground passage. The journey is full of suspense and dramatic beauty inside the cave, leaving viewers eager to experience it for themselves. This marked the beginning of the trend of cave exploration tourism.
In 2013, Oxalis Adventure was granted permission by the province of Quang Binh to operate the Son Doong Expedition tour. The tour lasted for 6 days and 5 nights. The Son Doong Expedition tour immediately garnered worldwide attention and was covered by hundreds of major newspapers, attracting television broadcasters and Hollywood film crews. Son Doong has put Quang Binh on the world tourism map and is now widely known. As a result of the Son Doong effect, other tours have been developed in the region, many tourism services have been opened, and hundreds of families have built homestays to welcome guests. Emmy-winning filmmaker Sid Perou visited Son Doong and Phong Nha to make a 40-minute documentary called "Hang Son Doong - The cave that built a village" about the changes in Phong Nha village from the past to the present. Phong Nha - Ke Bang has now become a popular destination for domestic and international travelers. As a result, the lives of local people are gradually improving and becoming more prosperous.
4. Achievements
4.1. Impressive number of visitors
The phenomenon of Son Doong has brought a new wave to the young tourism industry in Phong Nha. If we consider the milestone in 2015, with the Good Morning America program as the "media explosion" of Son Doong, the number of visitors to Phong Nha - Ke Bang consistently increased for the next 4 years, reaching its peak in 2019 with nearly 954,224 visitors, the highest in the past 20 years. Although the tourism industry was seriously affected by the Covid-19 pandemic in 2020 and 2021, the country reopened and the number of visitors to Phong Nha - Ke Bang increased significantly. In 2022, the total number of visitors to Phong Nha - Ke Bang was 638,921, including 609,436 domestic visitors and 29,485 international visitors. The tourism recovery rate of Phong Nha - Ke Bang compared to before the pandemic is 67%.
Quang Binh's tourism industry has experienced significant growth and development due to the recognition of Phong Nha - Ke Bang as a world natural heritage site and the popularity of Sơn Đoòng cave. In 2019, Quang Binh welcomed 4.8 million tourists, including nearly 250,000 international visitors. As of 2022, the number of visitors to Quang Binh has surpassed 2.2 million and is experiencing a strong recovery.
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4.2. Marked Phong Nha - Ke Bang destination in to the world travel's map.
Since the discovery of Son Doong Cave as the world's largest natural cave, Phong Nha-Ke Bang has undergone a remarkable transformation. International promotional activities have continuously been implemented over the years, helping to put Phong Nha - Ke Bang and Quang Binh on the world tourism map. The famous travel guidebook Lonely Planet honors Phong Nha as the top destination in Vietnam every year, while the TripAdvisor website consistently votes Phong Nha-Ke Bang as the top destination in Vietnam. Here are some notable media promotion projects in recent years.
· In 2010, National Geographic magazine announced that Son Doong Cave is the largest natural cave in the world, with a volume of 38.5 million cubic meters.

· In 2013, the Guinness World Records organization recognized Son Doong as the largest cave in the world.

· In 2014, The New York Times voted Son Doong as the 8th must-visit destination among 52 destinations.

· In 2014, National Geographic Adventure UK Magazine named the Son Doong tourism route a world-class adventure tourism route.

· In 2019, the Dave TV channel in the UK voted the Son Doong expedition as the fifth greatest adventure on the planet among 20.

· In 2019, Son Doong was voted as one of the 11 most amazing places in the world by Telegraph, the world's leading travel magazine based in the United Kingdom. Quang Binh was also recognized by Lonely Planet as one of the top 10 destinations worth experiencing in Vietnam.

· In 2019, the world-renowned artist DJ Alan Walker produced a music video in Son Doong and other locations in Phong Nha - Ke Bang National Park. The video was released on YouTube in December 2019 and has since reached 316 million views worldwide as of May 2023.

· In 2022, Google featured Son Doong on the Google Doodle search bar in 18 countries and territories worldwide. This is estimated to have reached up to 200 million people.

· By the end of 2023, BBC Planet Earth plans to release a scientific film shot in Son Doong Cave and Hang Va Cave to viewers worldwide. The estimated audience for this film is over 200 million.

4.3. Tourism changed a poor village
Prior to the 1990s, the residents of Phong Nha mainly relied on farming, logging, and hunting as means of making a living. However, following the establishment of the Phong Nha-Ke Bang National Park and Conservation Area, logging and hunting have been prohibited. People are no longer allowed to enter the forest to log or hunt as they once did. As a result, the livelihoods of the people in Phong Nha at that time were solely dependent on farming, making life increasingly difficult.
Phong Nha Cave opened its doors to tourists in 1995, creating jobs for local laborers through activities such as boat rides and food services. In 2010, Thien Duong Cave also opened to tourists, creating hundreds of jobs for local residents.
Tourism activities, especially adventure tourism, have been introduced in the Phong Nha - Ke Bang National Park. As a result, many former forest workers (poachers) now participate in serving tourists and have a stable income.
Hang Son Doong is a prime example of job creation for local workers. Son Doong exploration tours have directly provided employment for 125 local people in Phong Nha, as well as hundreds of indirect jobs through the provision of additional services such as food and other necessities. The tourism activities in Son Doong have contributed to the development of the local economy of Quang Binh.
Moreover, it indirectly attracts more visitors to Phong Nha and creates favorable conditions for local residents to open homestay services, restaurants, and other facilities to serve visitors.
Oxalis Adventure initiated adventure tourism activities in 2011, which were then replicated and effectively developed by other local companies such as Phong Nha Discovery, Jungle Boss, Phong Nha Heritage, GreenLand, Doan Gia, and many others.

5. Travel Products - Advantages and Disadvantages
5.1. Travel Products
Currently, there are several types of tourism products being offered in Phong Nha - Ke Bang National Park. These products include:
a. Mass tourism Caves: The primary cave tour products in Phong Nha - Kẻ Bàng are Phong Nha Cave and Thien Duong Cave, which follow the mass tourism model. Phong Nha Cave has been open to tourists since 1995 and receives approximately 400,000 to 500,000 visitors annually on a 2-2.5 hour tour. Thien Duong Cave has been open to tourists since 2010 and receives approximately 250,000 to 300,000 visitors annually on a 3-hour tour. These two tours have been the main mass tourism offerings in Phong Nha - Kẻ Bàng since 1995.
b. Recreational sports and entertainment activities: The Management Board of Phong Nha - Ke Bang National Park implemented this type of activity at Nuoc Mooc Stream, which later expanded to include ziplining and exploring the Dark Cave. This model was then replicated at Ozo Park and Hava Valley amusement park, which offer similar activities to those at Nuoc Mooc Stream and Dark Cave. Furthermore, there are other models replicated outside the national park, such as Suoi Da Stream and the underwater sports area at Chay Lap...
c. Adventure tourism: The model of cave exploration adventure tourism was introduced and put into operation by Oxalis Adventure at Hang En in 2011. Later, Oxalis further developed it at the Tú Làn Cave System and Hang Son Doong, which began operations in 2013. Since then, cave exploration has become a popular form of adventure tourism. Other companies, such as Phong Nha Discovery, Jungle Boss, Phong Nha Heritage, Green Land, Netin Travel, Moc Nam, Doan Gia, and others have replicated this model in various ways.
d. Associated service models: Accommodation services, such as hotels, homestays, and farmstays, as well as restaurants and other services in the surrounding areas, are rapidly being built and developed to serve tourists coming to Phong Nha. There are over 100 homestays, restaurants, and eateries built specifically to enhance tourists' experiences.
5.2. Advantages
The current trend in world tourism favors nature tourism, green tourism, healing tourism, and exploratory tourism. Phong Nha - Ke Bang boasts abundant and unique natural resources, making it an excellent location for developing tourism products, especially those related to nature tourism. This provides many advantages for future tourism development. The Son Doong adventure tour, which features the world's largest cave, has attracted the attention of tourists and the media, thereby providing strong promotion for Phong Nha - Ke Bang.
Getting to and from Phong Nha - Ke Bang is now more convenient. Tourism infrastructure is being invested in more systematically to meet the needs of developing tourism and enhancing visitors' experiences.
5.3. Disadvantages
Despite the many advantages and strong development of tourism in Phong Nha - Ke Bang, there are currently only a few types of tourism products available. These include adventure tours exploring caves, visiting mass-tourism caves, and adventure sports areas. However, the majority of these products still have a local character and simply copy existing successful models. This creates internal competition that is more difficult and reduces connectivity, which would otherwise create strength for the destination.
Phong Nha - Ke Bang National Park has not yet developed a plan to attract outside investors and tourism operators to invest in new, unique tourism products. Diversifying the tourism products within the park would be highly beneficial and could lead to increased tourism growth.
6. Solutions for Developing Phong Nha - Ke Bang into a Center for Adventure Tourism in Asia
6.1. Development orientation for tourism in Quang Binh and the development of Phong Nha - Ke Bang
a. Directions for Developing Tourism in Quang Binh Province
According to Decision No. 377/QD-TTg dated April 12, 2023, by the Prime Minister, the planning for the period of 2021-2030 with a vision towards 2050 for Quang Binh province has been approved:
· Two Growth Motivation Centers: (1) Phong Nha - Ke Bang National Park aims to become a top-notch tourism center in Southeast Asia; (2) Hon La Economic Zone aims to become a dynamic economic zone that contributes to economic growth.

· One of the four pillars of economic development: Investing in the development of tourism is a key economic sector that can establish the tourism brand of "Quang Binh" on the international tourism map. This approach can be considered a breakthrough step towards increasing growth and economic restructuring.

· Developing tourism in Quang Binh has become a key economic sector and a breakthrough step in promoting growth, economic and social development, and sustainable economic restructuring linked to community benefits. Quang Binh is positioned as one of the most attractive tourist destinations in Vietnam, and is known as the adventure tourism center of the Asian region. Its attractions include nature discovery tourism, cave tourism, cultural and historical tourism, sports tourism, beach tourism, and high-class resort tourism. Phong Nha-Ke Bang National Park, which has been recognized as a National Tourist Area, has twice been recognized as a world natural heritage site by UNESCO. The tourism industry is expected to contribute 10-12% of the province's GRDP by 2030.

b. Objectives for developing Phong Nha - Ke Bang National Tourism Area
Location and Scale of the Tourism Area
The Phong Nha - Kẻ Bàng National Tourism Area is located in the Bố Trạch district of Quang Binh province. It spans the districts of Xuân Trạch, Phúc Trạch, Sơn Trạch, Hưng Trạch, Thượng Trạch, and Tân Trạch. The tourist development area covers a concentrated area of 2,500 hectares.
Main Objective
The Phong Nha - Ke Bang National Tourism Area aims to achieve national tourist destination status by 2025. By 2030, the National Park will become a national and international tourism center with a modern, synchronized infrastructure system, diverse and high-quality tourism products, and unique offerings in cave exploration, biodiversity research, local cultural heritage, and archaeological sites.
Details goals
· Visitor target: By 2025, aim to receive approximately 2.5 million visitors, including around 300,000 international visitors. By 2030, strive to receive approximately 3.5 million visitors, including around 500,000 international visitors.

· Total revenue from tourism (at current prices) is expected to reach about 4,000 billion dong by 2025, with a goal of surpassing 8,200 billion dong by 2030.

· Room demand: By 2025, approximately 1,200 rooms will be needed. The goal is to reach a demand of around 2,500 rooms by 2030.

· Employment target: Create jobs for approximately 7,200 workers by 2025, including around 2,400 direct workers. Aim to create jobs for about 14,000 workers by 2030, including over 4,600 direct workers.
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6.2. Proposed solutions for developing Phong Nha - Ke Bang into an adventure tourism center in the Asian region
Phong Nha - Ke Bang has many favorable factors that could make it the leading adventurous tourism center in the Asia region in the future. However, several things need to happen within the next 5-10 years to make this a reality. These activities may include, but are not limited to, the following:
· Enhance infrastructure investment: Develop and improve the infrastructure within and around the national park to provide easier access for tourists. This includes upgrading transportation routes, airports, domestic harbors, international ports, and public transportation systems connecting to the national park to ensure convenient travel.
· Diversify adventure tourism activities by creating favorable conditions, promoting and attracting investors, and travel companies. Provide diverse adventure tourism products to meet the interests and preferences of domestic and international tourists. These products may include activities such as cave exploration, long-distance hiking, ziplining, kayaking, mountain climbing, mountain biking, and other types of tourism products that are suitable for current tastes and demands. It is important to ensure high-quality service for these adventure tourism activities.
· Establish Adventure Tourism Training Centers: Set up training centers in parks or nearby areas to provide skills training for athletes, tourists, and employees of tourism companies operating in national parks. Training activities may include courses on cave exploration techniques, rock climbing, survival skills, and ecotourism practices.
· Promoting sustainable tourism: To preserve the natural beauty and ecological integrity of national parks, implement sustainable tourism activities. Enforce regulations and policies related to limiting the number of tourists and waste management systems, and educate tourists on the importance of conservation.
· Collaborating with adventure tourism operators: Promote partnership relationships with adventure tourism companies and operators through various means, such as linking, cooperation, and public-private partnerships. This will help to promote Phong Nha - Ke Bang National Park as a top adventure destination in the Asian region. Coordinate with these operators to provide unique adventure tourism packages and experiences. Promote digital transformation and build a smart tourism management system, creating direct and convenient connections between customers and service providers at Phong Nha - Ke Bang, Quang Binh destination.
· Marketing and Promotion: Develop a comprehensive marketing strategy to promote Phong Nha - Ke Bang National Park as the center of adventure tourism in Asia. This may include online and offline campaigns, participation in tourism fairs and exhibitions, creating informative and visually appealing advertising materials, as well as utilizing social media platforms.
· Training and Skill Development: Invest in training local guides, adventure activity instructors, and hotel staff to ensure high-quality services and memorable experiences for tourists. This includes providing language skills training, customer service training, and knowledge about the history, flora, and fauna of the national park.
· Collaboration with the local community: Attract and involve local communities in the tourism development process. Encourage community-based tourism initiatives, homestays, and cultural exchange to offer authentic local experiences for tourists. These initiatives also provide opportunities for local people to take ownership and benefit from the tourism activities they participate in.
· Conservation efforts: It is important to continue prioritizing conservation efforts in the national park. To achieve this, it is necessary to implement research and monitoring programs that focus on conserving the park's biodiversity, protecting endangered species, and maintaining ecological balance. Additionally, it is important to practice sustainable methods in construction, waste management, and energy use.
· Government supports: To aid in the development of adventure tourism in the area, seek support and cooperation from government authorities at all levels to allocate resources, provide necessary funding, and create favorable policies. There will soon be specific decrees on the development of ecotourism projects, recreational resorts for forest areas, and regulations on agri-tourism in rural areas in accordance with the revised Land Law.
